Federation Meeting Highlights — September 13, 2005

Residents of Lac St. Pierre want to find a solution to the noise pollution caused by vehicles crossing the metal bridge on the 307. Michel Francoeur attended the meeting to both inform the Federation of the problem as well as seek the support of the Federation. Major work on the 307 is scheduled to commence in 2006 and continue through 2010. They hope to make the bridge part of this project. To this end they are circulating a petition to garner community support.

A motion was passed to write a letter of support from the Federation for this project. The petition was circulated around the table as well.

Bernard Lamontagne, Lac St-Pierre, reported on behalf of the Municipal Affairs Committee. Bernard proposed an environmental tax be added to the Municipality’s mill rate. The monies generated from this tax would fund approved priority projects — zoning strategy; environmental research solutions; hire a administrative professional to manage projects and secure additional funding; education and communication. To this end the Federation of Lakes would apply to become an incorporated body in Quebec. Each fall, the Federation’s Board would put forward to the Municipality its annual financial request consisting of specific projects, undertakings and budgeted cost.

A motion was passed in support of the environmental tax. Bernard will present The Proposal to Establish an Environmental Tax in Val-des-Monts to the municipal executive committee in November.
