	WATER LEVEL MEASUREMENTS - SUMMER OF 2004.

Members of the committee hand over the results of the water level measurements taken at the three main locations (Dam Lake dam, Brassard Lake and McGregor Lake) during the summer.

Different discussions on the observations and measurements taken.

It was proposed to lower temporarily the water levels in Dam Lake by removing one or two stop logs.  This option was not retained since the committee had agreed that nothing should be done on the dam before all the impacts had been studied.  Impacts on Brassard Lake were discussed.  Impacts on McGregor Lake were also discussed.

Public Works department of Val-des-Monts will cumulate all the received data into one graphic that will contain all three lake water level measurements, maximum mean water levels at ice-out (spring thaw) and the lowers mean water levels (summer) for the three lakes and finally precipitations for the area if available.

It Was also decided that the different representatives would obtain measurements in regard’s to the maximum mean water levels at ice-out (spring thaw) and the lowers mean water levels (summer) for their respective lakes. 	It was also decided that the measurement method would be performed up until freeze over of the lakes and then started immediately at ice – out (thaw) next spring.
